REGULAR MEETING:  AUGUST 12, 2008


The City Council for the City of Crossville, Tennessee met in regular session on Tuesday, August 12, 2008, at Crossville City Hall.

With Mayor J. H. Graham, III presiding, the meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m.  The invocation was given by Dewey Peterson of the New Beginnings Church.  The Young Marines presented the colors and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

They partner with other agencies, especially Crossville Housing Authority.

Police Chief Beaty gave a clear records report on the applicant.  Mayor Graham reported that he had received numerous phone calls about noise after-hours. Matters relative to mandatory compliance meeting attendance

Direction from the Beer Board was requested on action to be taken toward those who did not attend.  It was decided that a follow-up Beer Board meeting would be scheduled and notices hand-delivered to each of the establishments.  A 90 day suspension might be considered.
A motion was made by Councilman Wyatt, seconded by Councilman Dean, that the businesses be invited to the next Beer Board meeting to explain their non-attendance. Matters relative to hearing for permit violations that were previously continued

At previous meetings of the Beer Board, hearings were held on business found to be in violation of the beer laws.  Redheads Bar and Grill and Las Margaritas were each put on a six month probation.  This period ends on August 19.  B J’s Lounge, Porky’s Barbeque, and R & B’s Café were deferred until their cases were heard in court.


It was suggested that a Beer Board be scheduled between August 28 and September 15 to complete all cases. The City Clerk was instructed to confer with members of the Beer Board to determine a date to hear all cases.
(At 6:35 p.m. the Beer Board was adjourned and the regular meeting re-convened.)

ITEM #4 – MATTERS RELATIVE TO HUMANE SOCIETY OF CUMBELAND COUNTY
City Manager Meadows presented a proposed contract from the Humane Society of Cumberland County for FY08-09.  They proposed payment to them in the amount of $26,000 per year to provide services for the animals delivered by the City’s Animal Control.  It was requested that the Animal Control to inspect the facility periodically.

A motion was made by Councilman Wyatt, seconded by Mayor Graham, that the proposed contract with the Humane Society of Cumberland County for FY08-09 be approved with quarterly payments.  Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yes = 5).  Yes: Councilman Carl Duer, M.D, Councilman Earl Dean, Councilman Jesse Kerley, Mayor J. H. ITEM #5 – MATTERS RELATIVE TO CUMBERLAND COVE PROJECT

Rural Development has offered to fund the 1,700-lot waterline project in Cumberland Cove with an $800,000 grant and $1,284,000 loan.  The project will provide 60 miles of waterlines over 18,000 acres.  The contract for construction approved by City Council in April anticipated a grant of $325,000 and a loan of $975,000.  To allow this project to move forward, Mayor Graham signed paperwork asking that the funds for this offer be reserved, pending final approval by City Council.  A revised financing plan prepared by the Finance Director for the project was presented utilizing these new numbers.  City Manager Meadows reviewed the projections, impact on raw water supply, and obligation through the merger with Catoosa and recommended proceeding with the project and accepting the offer of Rural Development.  Councilman Wyatt expressed his concern over raw water and the reality of the assumptions on the payback.  However, with the new projections and information on the raw water supply, he found them to be more reasonable than before and could support the project.  He asked that the Finance Director be sure that all the costs for filtration of the additional water have been considered.  Mayor Graham reported that Rural Development also reviewed the assumptions and projections and felt that it was a good enough project to recommend.  Finance Director Houston stated that he felt the assumptions were in order.  


Ted Hennis, President of the Cumberland Cove POA, spoke to the Council on the project.  He stated that they were overwhelmed with the support of the project by the 1700 property owners.  They had 1200 ballots returned with 78% in favor of the assessments to each lot.  He estimated 90% of the current owners are in favor of the project.  He pointed out that they will have the $3,000,000 to the City as outlined in the agreement.  

Responding to a question, Finance Director Fred Houston stated that he didn’t anticipate a rate increase because of this project.  Mayor Graham stated that he would like to entertain the idea of the City starting its own construction department for this project as well as the downtown project and other projects being planned.  Doing so might enable the City to save on sales tax and lower costs.

A motion was made by Mayor Graham, seconded by Councilman Dean, that the grant and loan offer from Rural Development on the Cumberland Cove project be accepted and made a part of the agreement and that the City continue with the Cumberland Cove project.  Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yes = 5).  Yes: Councilman Carl Duer, M.D, Councilman Earl Dean, Councilman Jesse Kerley, Mayor J. H. ITEM #6 – MATTERS RELATIVE TO AMERICAN YOUTH FOOTBALL (MOUNTAINEERS) DONATION

Councilman Kerley proposed a donation of $4,000 to the league out of the outside-agency reserved funds to assist with uniforms and other one-time expenses.

A motion was made by Councilman Kerley, seconded by Councilman Wyatt, that a one-time donation of $4,000 be approved to the American Youth Football Association out of reserved funds, pending receipt of their 501(c)3 designation. Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yes = 5).  Yes: Councilman Carl Duer, M.D, Councilman Earl Dean, Councilman Jesse Kerley, Mayor J. H. ITEM #7 – MATTERS RELATIVE TO SEWER FOR NORTH CUMBERLAND ELEMENTARY

Following the July meeting, contact was made with the Tennessee Department of Transportation regarding the need for the City to own the proposed line to serve North Cumberland Elementary School.  Because the line will be on state right-of-way, a permit will be required before construction.  This permit can only be issued to the owner of the sewer system, which is the City of Crossville.  City Manager Meadows proposed that the agreement with the Board of Education be styled after the agreement made with the construction of the line to serve South Cumberland Elementary School.  This requires the Board of Education to pay all costs for the design, permits, and construction of the line as well as to maintain the line until such time as the City annexes the area and/or requests to take over maintenance of the line.  No additional taps could be made on the line without approval from the City.  With the line owned by the City, it would be reimbursed by TDOT should it have to be relocated because of widening of Hwy. 127N.

A motion was made by Mayor Graham, seconded by Councilman Kerley, that, 

1) construction of a sewer line to North Cumberland Elementary to be owned by the City of Crossville, but wholly paid for and maintained by the Cumberland County Board of Education until such time as the city of Crossville, at its sole discretion, decides to take over maintenance be approved, and

2) there will be no connections other than the North Cumberland Elementary School; and

3) the City Attorney be authorized to prepare such documents of understanding to be signed by a responsible party from the Cumberland County Board of Education and by a responsible party from the City of Crossville; and

4) City staff inspect installation of the line during construction.

Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yes = 5).

ITEM #8 – CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT

City Attorney Kenneth Chadwell reported that no new lawsuits had been filed in the previous month.  City Council expressed their appreciation to the City Attorney, City Manager, and employees for the progress on the clean-up job on North Street.

ITEM #9 – CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

City Manager Ted Meadows presented the monthly charts showing local option sales tax revenues, wholesale beer tax revenues, and building permits issued.  He also presented an updated report of special projects.

· One-time donation of $37,000 to Chamber of Commerce for marketing and development staff position for one year.  The objective of the position is focused marketing in retail and industrial development.  Jane Powers stated that the position will assist in recruiting and marketing for businesses that complement current businesses and for new businesses in areas that are not being filled.  It was noted that the City has already filled a new position to market the recreational arenas and special events.

A motion was made by Councilman Wyatt, seconded by Councilman Dean, that a one-time donation of $37,000 to the Chamber of Commerce be approved and a budget amendment passed on first reading.  Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yes = 5).  Yes: Councilman Carl Duer, M.D, Councilman Earl Dean, Councilman Jesse Kerley, Mayor J. H. Graham, III, Mayor Pro-Tem Boyd Wyatt, Sr.

· City employee pay adjustments – The City Manager recommended that Jeff Kerley be given a 5% increase on his base salary now that he has been certified as a Fire inspector I.

A motion was made by Mayor Graham, seconded by Councilman Dean, that the 5% increase for Jeff Kerley be approved.  Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yes = 5).  Yes: Councilman Carl Duer, M.D, Councilman Earl Dean, Councilman Jesse Kerley, Mayor J. H. Graham, III, Mayor Pro-Tem Boyd Wyatt, Sr.

The Palace Advisory Board recommended that Terry Ashburn be upgraded to a grade 26 and receive a 10% raise.  The City Manager concurred with the recommendation.
A motion was made by Mayor Graham, seconded by Councilman Dean that the 10% increase for Terry Ashburn be approved.  Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yes = 5).  Yes: Councilman Carl Duer, M.D, Councilman Earl Dean, Councilman Jesse Kerley, Mayor J. H. Graham, III, Mayor Pro-Tem Boyd Wyatt, Sr.

· Chestnut Hill landfill – The Council was asked to begin consideration of possible uses for the remaining 212 acres.  The complete tract contains 252 acres, but 40 acres used for the landfill will be fenced and segregated.

· Status of posted job openings – Six jobs were posted and advertised.  

·  Marketing and Special Events position has been filled by Billy Loggins;  

· Asst. Police Chief filled by Darrell Sherrill; 

· Director of Engineering – 7 applicants with 2 being exceptional candidates- still to be filled

· Fire Dept. and Police Dept. positions are still being screened

· Raw water charts – Holiday Lake is down 28” and Meadow Park is down 22 ½”.  Meadow Park is about a foot better than this time last year with Holiday Lake being about the same as last year.

ITEM #10 – MATTERS RELATIVE TO SOFTWARE TO ALLOW ONLINE UTILITY BILL PAYMENTS

To accommodate requests from our customers and add an additional dimension to our website, the City Manager requested approval to offer the ability to make online payments for water and sewer.  The software and management will be through Tyler Technologies (Incode), our financial software company, with a first year cost of $7,570.  Subsequent years will be $6,770 based on 11,604 customers.  Council indicated no desire to make the upgrade.
ITEM #11 – MATTERS RELATIVE TO NAMING OF SOCCER COMPLEX

W & O Construction is ready to construct the sign required in their contract.  The sign will be similar to the one at Centennial Park, including the message board.  Because it is a permanent sign, Council needs to determine the name of the complex as soon as possible.  
A motion was made by Councilman Wyatt, seconded by Mayor Graham, that the new soccer complex be named the “Carl T. Duer Sr. Soccer Complex”.  Vote: Motion passed (summary: Yes = 4, No = 0, Abstain = 1).  Yes: Councilman Earl Dean, Councilman Jesse Kerley, Mayor J. H. Graham, III, Mayor Pro-Tem Boyd Wyatt, Sr., Abstain: Councilman Carl Duer, M.D.

ITEM #12 – MATTERS RELATIVE TO PROFESSIONAL HORSESHOE PITCHING TOURNAMENT

Parks and Recreation Director Steve Hill and Bob Hassam from the Crossville Horseshoe Pitchers Association announced that the first professional horse pitching tour is being organized and Crossville has been selected along with Clearwater, Florida; Lowell, North Carolina; Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania; Newberry, South Carolina; and Clover, South Carolina as one of six locations in the nation.  Mr. Hassam stated that Crossville has the best facility in the State of Tennessee and the best of the 6 selected sites.  He asked that the City assist with hosting the event and with the hotels to provide better rates.  Mayor Graham assured him that the City will help.

ITEM #13 – MATTERS RELATIVE TO STORMWATER POST CONSTRUCTION AND DETENTION POLICY

Eric Brady from the Engineering Department presented their proposed Post Construction and Detention Policy for the stormwater program.  The policy was prepared by a panel of local engineers.  This post construction policy was the subject of the 45-day extension from the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation.  

A motion was made by Mayor Graham, seconded by Councilman Dean, that the Post Construction and Detention Policy for the stormwater program be approved.  Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yes = 5).  Yes: Councilman Carl Duer, M.D, Councilman Earl Dean, Councilman Jesse Kerley, Mayor J. H. Graham, III, Mayor Pro-Tem Boyd Wyatt, Sr.

ITEM #14 – MATTERS RELATIVE TO WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT UPGRADE ENGINEERING

Jim Hilborn of GRW Engineers, presented a proposal to provide the engineering services for the technology upgrade of the wastewater treatment plant.  The project is divided in three phases, but it was recommended that authorization be given to complete all the design work at the beginning at a cost of $269,000.  
A motion was made by Councilman Wyatt, seconded by Mayor Graham, that the proposal from GRW for engineering services for the technology upgrade of the wastewater treatment plant be approved.  Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote (summary: Yes = 5).  Yes: Councilman Carl Duer, M.D, Councilman Earl Dean, Councilman Jesse Kerley, Mayor J. H. Graham, III, Mayor Pro-Tem Boyd Wyatt, Sr.
