The Crossville Regional Planning Commission met in its regularly scheduled meeting on January 21, 2010 with the following members present:  Chairman Dave Burgess, Vice Chairman Mike Moser, Secretary Robert E. Harrison, Earl Dean and Mayor J. H. Graham, III.  Those members absent were Frances Cunningham and William E. Mayberry, III.  Others present were:  Sandy Gruber, Valerie Hale Assistant City Clerk, Kevin Dean Local Planner, Jonathan Ward State Planner, Tommy Lee, Tom Wolf Director of Engineering, and Rusty Norrod Surveyor Patel.
The meeting was called to order at 4:30 P. M.  by Chairman Dave Burgess. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF SPECIAL CALL MEETING (Tim Wilson) 10/30/2009 AND REGULAR MEETING 11/19/2009. 
A motion was made by Robert E. Harrison and seconded by Earl Dean to approve the minutes as written for the Special Call Meeting for Tim Wilson on October 30, 2009 and the regular meeting of November 19, 2009.   Motion carried on voice vote. 

APPROVAL OF FINAL PLAT FOR BLACKBERRY RIDGE, JOHNNY REEVES DEVELOPER. 

Mr. Reeves sent a letter to Kevin Dean, Local Planner, requesting his presence be waived at this meeting due to an unforeseen hardship.   This is a 22 lot subdivision of 19.33 acres off Highway 70E.  The preliminary plat was presented and approved by the Crossville Regional Planning Commission on December 20, 2007.  This development will be increasing the City’s infrastructure by approximately 2,100 feet of roads, 2,000 feet of waterline and 540 feet of sewer.
When the final paving was completed, the contractor failed to contact Public Works for an inspection.  This will require core samples to be taken of the road to ensure that it was built to City standards.  Proper drainage of the roads needs to be looked at and possibly addressed. The majority of this development has been curbed.  It appeared to staff that some of the curb cuts to allow drainage of stormwater from the road surface may be inadequate.  A financial guarantee will have to be provided for any remaining work needed to have the roads meet City standards. 

A motion was made by Robert E. Harrison and seconded by Mayor J. H. Graham to grant approval of the final plat subject to financial guarantee as set by Public Works Department or completion of required work, and to grant a waiver requesting Mr. Reeves absence be excused from this meeting due to a hardship.  Motion carried on roll call vote.

FINAL APPROVAL OF COMBINATION PLAT FOR PATEL DIVISION, RUSTY NORROD SURVEYOR
This plat was represented by Rusty Norrod, surveyor and is a 3 lot subdivision of 5.415 acres of land located off Highway 127 N (formerly Ramada Inn, now a Motel 6).  There is no new infrastructure. 

This is a standard combination subdivision with the exception that a variance is being requested.  The owner/developer does not wish to subdivide these properties as flag lots, thus leaving two of the lots “land locked”.  In lieu of a flag lot, the owner wished to provide access to the back two lots via two ingress/egress utility easement from 127N to the property lines.  In the past, the Planning Commission has granted variances of this type.  Based on the possibility of a precedent, staff recommends approval of the variance and approval of the plat. 
A motion was made by Robert E. Harrison and seconded by Earl Dean to grant approval of the combined preliminary/final plat with two 50’ wide permanent ingress/egress easements for the public, emergency vehicle and utility easements.  Motion carried on roll call vote.  Ayes (5) Burgess, Dean, Graham, Harrison and Moser.  Absent (2) Cunningham and Mayberry. 

STAFF REPORTS –KEVIN 
In House Approvals, Completed: 

a. Calvin Turner property, simple 1 lot subdivision off North Genesis Road, cutting 2 acres off a larger parcel. (greater than 5 acres)  This area is also waiting on 3rd reading for City of Crossville annexation. 

b. Blackberry Ridge 2, a simple 1 lot subdivision off Dayton Ave. joining two parcel into one parcel. 

In House Approvals, In Progress: 

a. Revised plat of Griffith property, a simple 2 lot revision to a recorded plat located off Virgil Smith Road, moving a common lot linen ten (10) feet to the east.

a. UGB Expansion Update 

The Coordination Committee has held their two required Public Hearings and have now voted and accepted the proposed changes to the City’s UGB, the new “Industrial Park” located near Westel, as well as expansion of the County’ Fairfield Glade and Tansi PGA’s.  The approved changes to the PGA’s/UGB were presented to the Cumberland County Commission at their December meeting.  The subject was tabled and a work session was held on Monday January 11, 2010.  The County Commissioners in attendance has several questions about the City’s UGB.  Ted Meadows, Tom Wolf, and Kevin Dean were representing the City at this work session.  The largest concern expressed by the County Commission was the effect of the City’s annexation on the County’s sales tax percentage involving the schools.  It was stated by Mayor Graham that 50% of all sales tax in the city goes to the school system.  It is being presented to the full Commission on Tuesday, January 19, 2010.  Staff plans to present it to the City council at their scheduled meeting in February.  The Cities and County have 120 days to ratify or deny the approve changes from the day they are submitted to them. 

Two things were reiterated in the Planning Commission meeting 1) In order for property to be annexed into the City of Crossville, the City has to be petitioned by the residents to be annexed and 2) The Planned Growth area is necessary for businesses that may want to be annexed in the future. For existing businesses that are annexed into the City, the County, is  “sales tax protected” for 15 years, meaning the county continues to receive their sales tax revenues during that time.  After 15 years, the local option portion of sales tax, roughly 2.5% is divided evenly between the City and the County School Board.
